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The University Library was established in 1949, concurrently with the founding of
Tottori University, by integrating the libraries and reading rooms of its predecessor
institutions. The university currently operates the Central Library on the Tottori
Campus and the Medical Library on the Yonago Campus. The library collects and
organizes materials essential for education, research, and learning, playing a
central role in the university’s academic information infrastructure. This includes the
provision of electronic journals and academic databases, as well as participation
in information literacy education. In addition, through its institutional repository,
the library broadly disseminates the university's research outputs, making them
openly accessible to the public and thus supporting the university's educational and
research activities. Both the Central Library and the Medical Library are equipped
with learning commons and group study rooms, providing lively spaces for students
to exchange ideas and engage in collaborative learning. Furthermore, the library
collaborates with public libraries in Tottori Prefecture, serving as an academic hub in
the region. As part of its commitment to lifelong learning, the library is also open to
the public, providing information resources to the wider community.

Regional Collections and
Rare Materials
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The library holds a collection of rare and valuable materials of artistic and
historical significance that reflect the history and culture of both Tottori Prefecture
and Tottori University. These include the “Painting by Lord Yoshiyuki lkeda, the
10th Daimyo of the Tottori Domain”, and the “Old Map of Iwai District in Inaba
Province”, both originally preserved by the Regional Research Division of the former
Tottori Prefectural Normal School. Also included is the “lllustrated Book of Morning
Glories”, part of a commemorative publication marking the 50th anniversary of the

promulgation of the national educational system, which has been preserved since
the time of the former Tottori Advanced Agricultural School.
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Our special collections include a range
of unique and valuable materials, such
as the internationally renowned French
art magazine, “Gazette des Beaux-Arts,
Series 1-6 (1859-2002)” and the “Emblem
Collection”, comprising allegorical
illustrations produced in Europe during

the Middle Ages, the Renaissance and the
Baroque periods.
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
